Who Should Attend The Landing
- Students exhibiting any of these might want to check out The Landing -
1. They have a combination of major life changes/events (Divorce, death, illness, relocation, sudden poverty)
2. They’re hung-up on something that’s holding them back in life
3. Habits/addictions
4. They exhibit unhealthy coping skills (lash out or self destruct)

	Recognize Cries for Attention
1. Non-responsive/anti social/disinterested
2. Shallow (often masked as cheery/enthusiastic)
3. Constant state of crisis/overly needy

Get Students to Open Up
1. Ask insider questions (see events through their eyes – how did your parents react when you…)
2. Close your eyes and raise your hands poll – 90% of our group struggles with this – let’s talk about it
3. High/low for the day
